5551-2018 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 5497-2017 OF THE 

CITY OF NORTH RIDGEVILLE, OHIO PROVIDING SUPPLEMENTAL 

APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE PERIOD COMMENCING JANUARY 1, 2018 

AND ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2018 AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
